Setting Up Your Phone
Prior to use it is necessary to install both the battery and SIM

into their corresponding internal compartments. The
microSD™ card slot is also located in this same internal area.

Maintaining water and dust resistance

Home Screen Overview

Your phone originally has six home screens but you can
expand up to seven home screens. If you like, you can place
different applications on each of the home screens.

The main Home Screen is
located in the middle with a Home screen on each side.

Navigating Through the Application Menus
Your phone initially has three Application Menus available.

Follow these steps to navigate through the Application Menus:

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Navigating Using Sub-Menus

When launching applications that contain multimedia files

The notifications are cleared and the panel closes.
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Accessing Additional Panel Functions
In addition to notifications, the Notification panel also provides
quick and ready access to separate device functions.

The following functions (default) are located in the top
two rows and can either be activated (green) or
deactivated (light blue): Wi-Fi, Location, Sound, Screen
rotation, Bluetooth, U. Power saving, Multi window,
Toolbox, Mobile hotspot and Flight mode.

can tell if the phone is being held in an upright (Portrait) or

sideways (Landscape) orientation. This is useful when
entering text.

Your device also provides several on-screen keypad text entry

options to make the task of text entry that much easier.

Text Input Methods

There are three text input methods available:

* Google voice typing: allows you to enter text by speaking.

* Samsung keyboard (default): Samsung's on-screen QWERTY
keypad that can be used in both portrait and landscape
orientation.

* Swype: a new way to enter text on touch screens. Instead of
tapping each key, use your finger to trace over each letter of
a word.

If you do not have a SIM card installed the first time you turn
on the phone, the Insert SIM card to make calls message
displays and an animated tutorial shows you how to install the
SIM card.
Without a SIM card, you can only make an emergency call
with the phone; normal cell phone service is not available.
Making an Emergency Call without a SIM card

1. Tap Emergency call from the on-screen display to make
an emergency call.

2. Enter 9-1-1 and tap - Complete your call. During
this type of call, you will have access to the Speaker
mode, Keypad, and End Call features.

3. Tap . to exit this calling mode.

Making an Emergency Call with a SIM card
The Emergency calling mode makes redialing an emergency
number a 1-tap process. Before you can resume normal
calling operations, you should first exit this mode.

1. From the Home screen, tap .

2. Enter the emergency number (example: 911) and then
tap

3. Complete your call. During this type of call, you will have
access to the Speaker mode, Keypad, and End Call
features.

Note: This mode can drain your battery power more rapidly
than normal calling mode.

Making a Call Using Speed Dial
You can assign a short cut number to a phone number in your
Contacts List for speed dialing.
1. From the Home screen, tap Contacts E to display
your Contacts List.

4. The Speed dial screen displays showing the numbers 1
through 100. The number 1 is reserved for Voicemail.

The selected
contact number will display in the speed dial number
box.
7. Toremove a speed dial number, tap located next
to the speed dial contact.
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The speed dial number is removed from the speed dial
list.

8. To make a call using Speed Dial, tap -> Keypad
and from the Dialer, touch and hold the speed dial
number. If the speed dial number is more than 1 digit
long, enter the first digits, then hold the last digit.

Dialing Options
From the Home screen and Application menus, you have the

From the Dialer and the Contacts screen, the
following tabs are located at the top of your screen:

In-Call Options
During an active call there are several functions available by
tapping a corresponding on-screen button.
* Add call: displays the dialer so you can call another person.

* Keypad: displays the on-screen keypad, where you can enter
number using DTMF (Dual Tone Multi-Frequency).

* End call: terminates the call.

* Speaker: routes the phone’s audio through either the speaker or
through the earpiece.

— Tap Speaker to route the audio through the speaker. (You can
adjust the speaker volume using the volume keys.) A green line
will appear under the Speaker button.

— Tap Speaker again to use the phone’s earpiece (see “Using the
Speakerphone During an Active Call” on page 46). The
green line will disappear when Speaker is not activated.

* Mute/Unmute turn the onboard microphone either on or off.

— Tap Mute during a call to mute the microphone. A green line will
appear under the Mute button.

— Tap Mute again to unmute the microphone. The green line will
disappear when Mute is not activated.
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* Bluetooth connects to a Bluetooth headset.

— Tap Bluetooth during a call to activate a Bluetooth headset. A
green line will appear under the Headset button.

— Tap Bluetooth again to de-activate the Bluetooth headset. The
green line will disappear when the Headset is not activated.

* Press H for more options:

— Hold: place the current active call on hold.

— Contacts: allows you to go to your Contact list.

— Memo: allows you to write a memo.

— Messages: allows you to write a message during a call.

— Personalize call sound: allows you to adjust the sound of the
incoming call by selecting an audio equalizer setting for the
current call.

— Extra volume: allows you to turn up the volume when you are in
a noisy setting.

— Settings: allows you to access your Call settings.

Personalizing the Call Sound Setting

During a call it may be necessary to adjust the sound of the
incoming call by selecting an audio equalizer setting for the
current call.

1. From the currently active call, tap ﬂ Menu =
Personalize call sound.
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Note: If prompted to enable the feature via the Call settings
menu, go to Settings = Call settings = Personalize call
sound.

2. Select an available option. Choose from: Adapt sound,
Soft sound, Clear sound, and Off.

Placing a Call on Hold

You can place the current call on hold whenever you want. If
your network supports this service, you can also make another
call while a call is in progress.
To place a call on hold:
1. From the currently active call, tap H Menu => Hold to
place the current call on hold.
2. From the currently active call, tap ﬂ Menu => Resume
call to activate the call that is on hold.
To make a new call while a call is in progress:
1. From the currently active call, tap Add call to dial the
second call.
2. Dial the new phone number and tap - Call.



To switch between the two calls:

Switching Between Calls

When you have an active call and a call on hold, you may

switch between the two calls, changing the one on hold to

active and placing the other on hold.

The current call (caller #2) is placed on hold and the
previous call on hold (caller #1) is then reactivated so
that you can continue conversing with that person. The
active call will appear in a green hox.

2. Tap . to end the currently active call.
To end a specific call:

To answer a call while you have a call in progress:

You can answer another call while you have a call in progress
if you have activated your Call waiting feature.

2. Tap Put "Name/Number" on hold to put the first call on
hold.

+ Swap: Places the current call on hold and then activates the
previous call. The active call will appear in a green box. Tap
Swap again to switch back.
To end a call on hold:

2. The call on hold will now become the active call. Tap
to end the call.
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3-Way Calling (Multi-Party Calling)

The 3-Way or Multi-Party feature allows you to answer a
series of incoming calls and place them on hold. If this service
is supported hy the network, all calls can be joined together.
You are notified of an incoming call by a call waiting tone.

Note: The Merge option combines all of the calls you have
established with your phone (both active and on hold).
Swap places the current call on hold and then activates
the previous call.

This feature joins all of the calls you have established with
your phone (both active and on hold) into a multi-party call.
1. Tap . and slide to the right to answer the call.
2. Tap . and slide to the right to answer the next call.
3. Tap Put "Name/Number" on hold to put the first call on
hold.
4. Join the first two callers into a single multi-party call by
tapping Merge .
5. To temporarily leave the conference call, tap ﬂ Menu
= Hold.
To rejoin the conference call tap Resume call.
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6. Tap n to end the call.

Using the Speakerphone During an Active Call
While in an active call, it is possible to enable the
speakerphone feature.

Switching off the Microphone (Mute)

You can temporarily switch your phone’s microphone off, so
that the other person cannot hear you.

Example: You wish to say something to person in the room, but
do not want the person on the phone to hear you.

2. Tap Mute to deactivate the Mute function and

reactivate the microphone.
Bluetooth headset

Call waiting

You can answer an incoming call while you have a call in
progress, if this service is supported by the network and you
have previously set the Call waiting option to Activate.

You are notified of an incoming call by a call waiting tone.
To answer a new call while you have a call in progress:
1. Inasingle motion, touch . and slide it in any direction
to answer the new incoming call.
2. Tap an option from the Accept call after menu:
+ Put "Name/Number" on hold to place the previous caller on
hold while you answer the new incoming call.
+ End call with "Name/Number" to end the previous call and
answer the new call.
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Note: The new caller appears at the top of the list. The previous
caller is placed on hold and appears at the bottom of the
list.

3. Tap the on-screen previous On hold number entry and
select @ Swap to switch between the two calls. This
places the new caller on hold and activates the previous
call.

Important! The currently active call is displayed with a green
background.

4. Tap SEP Swap again to switch back.

Call forwarding
1. From the Home screen, tap > ﬂ -> Settings >
Call > Additional settings = Call forwarding.
2. Tap one of the following options:
+ Always forward: allows you to forward all voice calls.
+ Forward when busy allows you to forward voice calls to a
designated number instead of your voice mail number if you
are on another phone call.
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+ Forward when unanswered: allows you to forward voice calls
to a designated number instead of your voicemail number
when there is no answer on your phone. You can also select
the amount of time that the phone delays before forwarding.

+ Forward when unreachable: allows you to forward voice calls
to a designated number instead of your voicemail number
when you are not in an area covered by your service provider
or when your phone is switched off.

This section allows you to manage your daily contacts by

storing their name and number in your Address Book. Address

Book entries can be sorted by name, entry, or group.
Adding a New Contact

Use the following procedure to add a new contact to your

Address Book.

Saving a Number from the Home screen

+ Take picture: use the camera to take a new picture and
assign it to this entry, then tap Done.

Tap the Name field and use the on-screen keypad to

enter the full name. For more information, refer to

“Entering Text” on page 30.

Tap next to the Name field to display additional
name fields.

Tap the Phone number field.

The numerical keypad is displayed.

The Mobile button m initially displays next to the
Phone number field. If you want to add a phone number
that is not a mobile number, tap the Mobile button and
select from the other phone number types.

Enter the phone number.

Tap + to add another Phone number field or tap =
to delete a field.

The Home button initially displays next to the
Email field. If you want to add an Email address that is
not a Home email address, tap the Home button and
select another Email address type.

Enter the Email address.

Tap + to add another Email address field or tap =
to delete a field.

Tap any of the following fields that you want to add to
your new contact:

+ Groups: assign the contact to Not assigned, Favorites, ICE -

emergency contacts, Co-workers, Family, or Friends.
+ Ringtone: adds a field used to assign a message tone that
will sound when messages are received from this contact.
+ Add another field: tap this button to add additional fields.
Tap Save to save the new contact.

Adding Pauses to Contact Numbers

When you call automated systems, you are often required to
enter a password or account number. Instead of manually
entering the numbers each time, you can store the numbers in
your Contacts along with special characters called pauses and
waits. A pause will stop the calling sequence for two seconds
and a wait will pause the calling sequence until you enter a
number or press a key.

To add a pause or a wait to an existing Contact:

1.

From the Home screen, tap Contacts & and then tap
the name or number to open the Contact.

Tap u to edit.

Tap the phone number field.

Tap the screen at the position where the pause or wait
needs to be added.

Tap .

Tap Pause to add a two-second pause or tap Wait to add
await, and use the keypad to enter the additional
numbers. A pause will be displayed as a comma (,) and
a wait will be displayed as a semi-colon (;).

Tap Save to save your changes, or tap Cancel to
discard.



Editing an Existing Contact

Using Contacts
Dialing or Messaging from Address Book

Once you have stored phone numbers in the Address Book,
you can dial them easily and quickly by either using their SIM
card location number or by using the Search field to locate the

entry.

From the Address book, you can also send messages.

Finding an Address Book Entry
You can store phone numbers and their corresponding names
onto your SIM card and phone’s onboard memory. The two
locations are physically separate but are used as a single
entity, called the Address Book.
Depending on your particular SIM card, the maximum number
of phone numbers the SIM card can store and how they are
stored may differ.

1. From the Home screen, tap Contacts &

2. Within the Contacts list (sorted alphabetically), tap a
letter on the right side of the display to quickly jump to
the contacts beginning with that letter.

3. Tap the contact you wish to call or message.

4. Tap the phone icon to make a phone call or tap the
message icon to send a message.

Tip: From the Contact list, sweep right over a listing to make a
call. Sweep left over a listing to send a message.
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Linking Contacts
Linking Contact Information

Many people now maintain multiple email accounts, social
networking logins, and other similar account information. For
example, a Facebook account login name might differ from a
corporate email account login because they are maintained
separately and for different groups of people.

This device can synchronize with multiple accounts such as
Facebook, Twitter, MySpace, Corporate email, and Google.
When you synchronize your phone with these accounts, each
account creates a separate contact entry in the Contacts list.
If one of your contacts (Amy Smith, for example) has a regular
email account that you maintain in Gmail, but also has a
Facebook account under her maiden and married name, as
well as a Yahoo! chat account, when you merge these
accounts into your Contacts list you can link all of her entries
and view the information in one record.

The next time you synchronize your phone with your accounts,
any updates that contacts make to email account names,
email addresses, etc. automatically update in your contacts
list.

For more information about synchronizing accounts, see
“Synchronizing Accounts” on page 53.
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1. From the Home screen, tap Contacts ﬁ

2. Tap a contact name (the name you want to link to
another entry). Note: typically this is the same contact
with a different name or account information.

3. Press “ => Link contacts.
The contact list is displayed.

Note: Only contacts stored on your phone can be linked.

4. Tap the second contact entry (the entry in which to link)
to create a checkmark.

The second contact is now linked with the first and the
account information is merged into one screen.

Note: The information is still maintained in both entries, but
displays in one record for easier viewing when you link
the contacts.

The contact is now separated and no longer displays in
the merged record screen.

Marking a Contact as Default
When you use messaging type applications, the application
needs to know which information is primary (default) in a
contact entry list. For example, you may have three different
contact records for John Smith, so the application will be
looking for the “default” number or entry.

1. From the Home screen, tap Contacts E

2. Tap a Contact name.

3. Press H -> Mark as default. The Mark as default
screen displays radio buttons next to the contact names
or phone numbers of all the linked contacts. The radio
button next to the default contact will be green.

4. To change the default contact, tap the radio button next
to another entry that you want to be the default. The
radio button will turn green, then tap Save.

Synchronizing Accounts
From the Accounts menu you decide if you want applications
to synchronize, send, and receive data at any given time, or if
you want the applications to synchronize automatically. After

determining how you want the accounts to synchronize,
indicate which account to synchronize with your Contacts list.

1. From the Home screen, tap Contacts B
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2. Press “ -> Settings > Contacts then tap Accounts.
3. Tap an account that you would like to synchronize.
4. Atthe Sync settings screen, tap the options that you
would like to synchronize for that account.
5. Tap Sync now to synchronize the account.
The account is synchronized.

6. Press to return to the Contacts list.

Note: You can also synchronize your accounts using the
Settings menu. For more information, refer to
“Synchronizing Accounts” on page 92.

Address Book Options

You can access Address Book options while at the main
Address Book page or while in the details page for a specific
entry.

Options in Address Book

If you

can't remember a contact's information, linking entries can
help you find the person you are looking for.

— Call: provides quick access to the Phone settings menu.
— Contacts: provides access to Contacts options such as
Import/Export, Contacts to display, etc.
+ Help: provides an on-screen Help file that covers most high
level topics for Contacts.
Options at Selected Contact Screen

+ Delete: allows you to delete the currently active entry.

+ Link contacts: allows you to link the current contact to
another current contact.

+ Unlink contacts: allows you to unlink contacts that have been
linked. This option only appears if the contact has been
linked.

+ Mark as default: allows you to mark one entry in a contact
record to use as the default. For more information, refer to
“Marking a Contact as Default” on page 53.

The Short Message Service (SMS) lets you send and receive
text messages to and from other mobile phones or email
addresses. To use this feature, you may need to subscribe to
your service provider's message service.

The Multimedia Messaging Service (MMS) lets you send and
receive multimedia messages (such as picture, video, and
audio messages) to and from other mobile phones or email
addresses. To use this feature, you may need to subscribe to
your service provider's multimedia message service.
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Important! When creating a message, adding an image, a
sound file, or a video clip to a text message
changes the message from a text message to a
multimedia message.

Messaging icons are displayed at the top of the screen and
indicate when messages are received and their type. For more
information, refer to “Indicator Icons” on page 13.

+ Add slide: converts an SMS message into an MMS
(Multimedia) message and allows you to attach an existing
slideshow.

+ Schedule message: allows you to schedule a time for the
current message to be delivered.

+ Duration (5 sec) (only in MMS): allows you to change the
duration of the image slideshow.

+ Layout (bottom) (only in MMS): allows you to change the
layout.

Note: Priority senders appear at the top of the main Messages
screen.

+ Add to priority senders: allows you to add the recipient as a
priority sender. The recipient will then appear on the priority
sender bar.



+ Add to spam numbers: allows you to tag a number as spam
50 that messages from this number will be directly delivered
to your spam folder.

+ Discard: closes the current open message.

+ Font size: allows you to configure the font size in use within
your Messages application.

Adding attachments to a message

To add an attachment to your message, tap ’7‘ and select
one of the following options:

+ SPlanner: allows you to add an event from your calendar.

+ Image: allows you to tap an existing image from your Pictures
list to add it to your message.

+ Take picture: allows you to temporarily exit the message,
take a photo with phone’s camera, and then add it to your
message by tapping Save.

+ Video: allows you to choose an existing video from the
Videos list, then add it to your message.

+ Record video: allows you to temporarily exit the message,
record a video clip using the phone’s camera, and then add it
to your message by tapping Save.

+ Audio: allows you to choose an existing audio file from the
Audio list, then add it to your message by tapping the circle to
the right of the audio so that it turns green, then tapping Done.
Record audio: allows you to temporarily exit the message
and record an audio clip using the phone’s microphone. It is
then automatically attached to the message.

Memo: allows you to add a memo that you have created.

My location: allows you to attach a Google Maps URL
location indicating your current location.

Maps: allows you to attach both a thumbnail and Google
maps url link about your current location.

Contacts: allows you to tap on an existing Address Book
entry, then add it to your message by tapping Done.

Viewing New Received Messages

icon will appear at the top of your screen.

Open the Notification Bar and select the message. For

Message Threads

Sent and received text and picture messages are grouped into
message threads. Threaded messages allow you to see all
the messages exchanged (similar to a chat program) and
displays a contact on the screen. Message threads are listed
in the order in which they were received, with the latest
message displayed at the top.

+ Delete: deletes the currently selected message thread.

Forward: allows you to forward the currently selected
message bubble to an external recipient.

Lock/Unlock: locks or unlocks the currently selected
message bubble from being accidentally deleted.

Copy to SIM: copies the currently selected message bubble
as a single text message within the SIM card.

Share: allows you to share the message with others using
various apps.

View message details: displays details for the currently
selected message bubble.

Report as SPAM: allows you to register the number as
spam.

Spam filter: when enabled, allows you to configure available

— Block unknown senders: when active, automatically blocks
incoming messages from unknown sources or blocked
numbers.

* Network connections: all of the settings related to the connection
of your device to external sources.

* Connect and share: all of the settings that are related to sharing
information with other devices.

* Sound and display: these settings are related to the sounds,
colours, display appearance, and notifications on your phone.
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* Personalization: allows you to customize your phone the way you
like it.

* Motion: these settings are for the different motions and gestures
you can use to make using your phone easier.

* User and backup: all of the settings used for accounts, backing up
your phone, and resetting your phone.

* System: these settings are concerned with setting up the system on
your phone.

* Applications: the settings used for managing your applications.

Note: The settings for your device are described in this section
in the order that they appear within the Settings menu
with the exception of the Quick settings.

Searching the Settings

This option displays additional Connectivity information.

Options display for Flight mode, Mobile networks,
Tethering and mobile hotspot, and VPN.
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Default messaging app
This option allows you to set the default messaging app that
you can use to send all of your messages.
B From the main Settings screen, tap @ More networks
-> Default messaging app and make a selection.
Mobile networks
Before you use applications such as Google Maps and find
your location or search for places of interest, you must enable
the Mobile networks options.
Mobile data
To enable data access over the mobile network, this option
must be selected. It is set on by default.

-> Mobile networks.
2. Tap Mobile data to create a checkmark and activate the
feature.
Data Roaming
Data roaming allows you to connect to your service provider’s

partner networks and access data services when you are out
of your service providers area of coverage.

Media device (MTP): allows you to transfer media files in
Windows, or using an Android file transfer on a Mac.

Camera (PTP): allows you to transfer photos using the camera
software, and transfer any files onto a PC that does not
support MTP.

Note: If you are a Windows XP user, ensure that you have
Windows XP Service Pack 3 or higher installed on your
computer. Also, ensure that you have Samsung Kies 2.0
or Windows Media Player 10 or higher installed on your
computer.

Note: To sync your device to your computer it is highly
recommended that you install Samsung Kies which is
available at http://www.samsung.com/kies (for Windows/
Mac).

Connecting with your PC
For information on connecting your device with your PC, using
USB, see “Charging the Battery” on page 4.

Connecting as a Storage Device
You can connect your device to a PC as a removable disk and
access the file directory. If you insert a memory card in the
device, you can also access the files directory from the
memory card by using the device as a memory card reader.

Note: The file directory of the memory card displays as a
removable disk, separate from the internal memory.
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1. Connect the USB cable to the device and connect the
cable to the computer. After a few seconds, a pop-up
window displays on the PC when connected.

2. Onthe PC pop-up, click Open device to view files.

Wi-Fi

About Wi-Fi
Wi-Fi (short for "wireless fidelity" and sometimes referred to as
wifi) is a term used for certain types of Wireless Local Area
Networks (WLAN). These device types use an 802.11 wireless
specification to transmit and receive wireless data. Wi-Fi
communication requires access to an existing and accessible
Wireless Access Paint (WAP). These WAPs can either be
Open (unsecured) as within most Hot Spots, or Secured
(requiring knowledge of the Router name and password).

By default, your device’s Wi-Fi feature is turned off. Turning

3. From the Bluetooth settings page, tap Scan to search for
visible external Bluetooth-compatible devices such as
headsets, devices, printers, and computers.

Pairing Bluetooth Devices
The Bluetooth pairing process allows you to establish trusted
connections between your device and another Bluetooth
device. When you pair devices, they share a passkey, allowing
for fast, secure connections while bypassing the discovery and
authentication process.
To pair your device with another Bluetooth device:

1. Verify your Bluetooth is active.

2. Tap Scan. Your device will display a list of discovered in-

range Bluetooth devices.
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3. Tap a device from the list to initiate pairing.

4. Enter the passkey or PIN code, if needed, and tap OK.

5. The external device will then have to also accept the
connection and enter your device's PIN code.
Once successfully paired to an external device,
appears within the Status area.

Note: Due to different specifications and features of other
Bluetooth-compatible devices, display and operations
may be different, and functions such as transfer or
exchange may not be possible with all Bluetooth
compatible devices.

Note: Pairing between two Bluetooth devices is a one-time
process. Once a pairing has been created, the devices
will continue to recognize their partnership and exchange
information without having to re-enter a passcode again.




Disconnecting a paired device
Disconnecting a paired device breaks the connection between
the device and your phone, but retains the knowledge of the
pairing. At a later point when you wish to reconnect the device,
there is no need to setup the connection information again.

1. Verify your Bluetooth is active.

2. From the Bluetooth settings page, tap the previously
paired device (from the bottom of the page).

3. Tap OK to confirm disconnection.

Note: Disconnections are manually done but often occur
automatically if the paired device goes out of range of
your phone or it is powered off.

Deleting a paired device (unpair)
Deleting a device from your list removes its “connection
record” and upon reconnection would require that you re-enter
all the previous pairing information.
1. Verify your Bluetooth is active.
2. From the Bluetooth settings page, tap E next to the
previously paired device. This opens the connected
device's menu options.

3. Tap Unpair to delete the paired device.

4. Tap Rename to change the name of the paired device.

5. Tap Call audio to enable or disable call audio from the
paired device.

6. Tap Media audio to enable or disable media audio from
the paired device.

USB Tethering

This option allows you to share your device’s mobile data
connection via a direct USB connection between your device
and a single computer.

Note: You can not mount your device’s microSD card to your
computer while using the USB tethering feature.
If additional software or USB drivers are required,
navigate to: http://www.samsung.com/us/support/

downloads.

To connect using USB Tethering:
1. From the Home screen, tap ﬁ > @ Settings =
@ Tethering and Mobile hotspot.
2. Plug in the USB cable between your computer and your
device.
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Tap USB tethering from the Tethering menu. This places
a green check mark next to the entry and activates the
feature. A Tethering or Hotspot active notification briefly
appears on the screen.

To disconnect tethering:

Remove the USB cable from the device.

Mobile Hotspot

This feature allows you to turn your device into a Wi-Fi
hotspot. The feature works best when used in conjunction with
4G/LTE data services (although 3G service can also be used).
The Mobile Hotspot connectivity is a wireless version of this
same functionality and allows you to provide Internet
connectivity to multiple devices.

Important! The Mobile Hotspot service cannot be active when
device is connected to Wi-Fi. Please disconnect
your Wi-Fi connection prior to activating this service.

Note: You must have a tethering plan on your account in order
to use the Mobile Hotspot.

To activate the Mobile Hotspot service:
1. From the Home screen, tap ﬁ > @ Settings =
@ Tethering and Mobile hotspot.
2. Tap Mobile Hotspot.
3. Inasingle motion touch and slide the Mobile Hotspot
slider to the right to turn it on.

- Using your Mobile Hotspot drains your device's battery
much faster. The best way to keep using the device as a
Hotspot is by connecting to a Charger.

To connect to the Hotspot:

1. Enable Wi-Fi (wireless) functionality on your target
device (laptop, media device, etc.).

Scan for Wi-Fi networks from the external device and

select your device’s Mobile Hotspot name from the

network list.

+ The SSID name for your device's hotspot is determined by
what you entered into the Network SSID field.

+ You can change the name by tapping ﬂ Menu=>
Configure hotspot = Network SSID and changing the entry.

Select this Hotspot and follow your on-screen

instructions to complete the connection.

Launch your Web browser to confirm you have an

Internet connection.

To change the Mobile Hotspot password:

From the Tethering and Mobile hotspot screen, tap
Mobile Hotspot = “ Menu =>Configure hotspot.

Tap the Security field and select WPA2 PSK.
With security enabled, delete the previous password
and enter a new one into the Password field.
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Important! The more complex the password, the harder it will
be for intruders to break your security. It is
recommended that you not use names, birthdays, or
other personal information.

4. Tap Save to store the new settings.
To manage connected devices:

This feature allows you to provide MAC filtering on your
device. This is similar to a “VIP list” where only device on the
list are allowed access.

Panorama: use this to take wide panoramic photos. Press the
Shutter button to take a photo, and then move the camera in
any direction. When the blue frame aligns with the preview
screen, the camera automatically takes another shot in the
panoramic sequence. To stop shoating, press the Shutter
button again.

+ Virtual tour: use this to mode to take a virtual 3D shot of your
surroundings. Follow the on-screen instructions.

+ Dual Camera: allows you to activate both the front and rear
cameras simultaneously.

+ Manage modes: allows you to select the camera modes that will
be displayed when you tap the Mode icon @

+ Download: allows you to download various camera features
from Samsung Apps.

Taking Dual Camera Photos

With the Dual Camera feature, you can take a picture with
both the front and rear cameras at the same time.
To take a Dual Camera picture:

+ Picture stabilization: allows you to enable the stabilization
feature to help adjust for jitter during picture taking.

+ Face detection: allows you to adjust the camera focus based
on face detection technology.

ISO: determines how sensitive the light meter is on your
digital camera. Choose from Auto, 100, 200, 400, or 800. Use
alower ISO number to make your camera less sensitive to
light, a higher 1ISO number to take photos with less light, or
Auto to let the camera automatically adjust the ISO for each
of your shots.

Metering modes: allows you to set how the camera
measures or meters the light source: Center-weighted,
Matrix, or Spot.

Tap to take pics.: allows you enable the ability to also take
images by tapping on the screen.

Selective focus: automatically adjusts your pictures so that
the objects you want are in focus.

Video size: select a resolution for videos. Use higher
resolution for higher quality. Higher resolution videos take up
more memory. Highest quality is UHD (4K video)

Recording mode: select a resolution for videos. Choose from:
Normal, Limit for MMS, Slow motion, Fast motion, or Smooth
motion.
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+ Video stabilization: activate or deactivate Optical Image
Stabilization.

Audio zoom: enable the feature where the device can focus
on an audio source that is not directly in front of the device.
Effects: provides access to pre-installed and downloaded
effects. Default effects include: No effect, Vignette, Vintage,
Faded color, Grayscale, Sepia, Tint, Turquoise, Cartoon,
Fisheye, Moody, Oil pastel, Rugged, Download (additional
effects), and Manage effects.

Flash: activate or deactivate the flash.

Timer: Use this for delayed-time shots. You can set the timer
to Off, 2 sec, 5 sec, or 10 sec.

HDR: use this to take photos with richer colors and contrasts
by merging images taken at different exposure levels.
Location tags: attach a GPS location tag to the photo. To
improve GPS signals, avoid shooting in locations where the
signal may be obstructed, such as between buildings or in
low-lying areas, or in poor weather conditions. Your location
may appear on your photos when you upload them to the
Internet.

To avoid this, deactivate the GPS tag setting.

Storage location: select the memory location for storage.
Review picsivideos: set this option if you want to view each
picture after you take it. Select a time value.

Remote viewfinder: activates/deactivates the feature that
allows you to take pictures using the viewfinder of a Wi-Fi
direct connected device.

White balance: Select an appropriate white balance, so
images have a true-to-life color range. The settings are
designed for specific lighting situations.

Exposure value: allows you to adjust the brightness level by
moving the slider.

Grid lines: display viewfinder grids to help composition when
selecting subjects.

Volume key: allows you to set the key to use to raise or lower
the volume.

Voice control: activates/deactivates voice control feature that
allows you to verbally take a photo.

Help: provides an on-screen set of help topics.

Reset settings: Reset the camera settings.

Using the Camcorder

conditions, it is recommended that you provide your subject
with sufficient light by having the light source behind you.

Getting the Most Out of Your Reception

Keeping Tabs on Signal Strength
The quality of each call you make or receive depends on the
signal strength in your area. Your phone informs you of the
current signal strength by displaying a number of bars next to
the signal strength icon. The more bars displayed, the
stronger the signal. If you're inside a building, being near a
window may give you better reception.

Understanding How Your Phone Operates
Your phone is basically a radio transmitter and receiver. When
it's turned on, it receives and transmits radio frequency (RF)
signals. When you use your phone, the system handling your
call controls the power level. This power can range from 0.006
watts to 0.2 watts in digital mode.

Maintaining Your Phone’s Peak Performance
There are several simple guidelines for operating your phone
properly and maintaining safe, satisfactory service.

* Speak directly into the mouthpiece.

* Avoid exposing your phone and accessories to rain or liquid spills. If
your phone does get wet, immediately turn the power off and
remove the battery. If it's inoperable, retum it to a dealer store or
call Customer Support for service.

Note: For the best care of your phone, only authorized
personnel should service your phone and accessories.
Faulty service may void the warranty.

Maintaining Safe Use of and Access to

Your Phone
Failure to follow the instructions outlined may lead to serious
personal injury and possible property damage.

Using Your Phone While Driving
Talking on your phone while driving (or operating the phone
without a hands-free device) is prohibited in some
jurisdictions. Laws vary as to specific restrictions. Remember
that safety always comes first.

When using your phone in the car:

* Get to know your phone and its features, such as speed dial
and re-dial.

* When available, use a hands-free device.

* Position your phone within easy reach.

* Let the person you are speaking to know you are driving. If
necessary, suspend the call in heavy traffic or hazardous weather
conditions.

* Do not take notes or look up phone numbers while driving.

* Dial sensibly and assess the traffic. If possible, place calls when
stationary or before pulling into traffic.

* Do not engage in stressful or emotional conversations that may
divert your attention from the road.

* Dial 911 to report serious emergencies. It's free from your wireless
phone.

* Use your phone to help others in emergencies.

* Call roadside assistance or a special non-emergency wireless
number when necessary.
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Note: Always turn off the phone in health care facilities and
request permission before using the phone near medical
equipment.

Turning Off Your Phone Before Flying

Turn off your phone before boarding any aircraft. To prevent
possible interference with aircraft systems, Transport Canada
regulations require you to have permission from a crew
member to use your phone while the plane is on the ground.
To prevent any risk of interference, regulations prohibit using
your phone while the plane is in the air.

Turning Off Your Phone in Dangerous Areas

To avoid interfering with blasting operations, turn off your
phone when in a blasting area or in other areas with signs
indicating that two-way radios should be turned off.
Construction crews often use remote-control RF devices to set
off explosives.

Turn off your phone when you are in an area with a
potentially explosive atmosphere. Although it is rare, your
phone or its accessories could generate sparks. Sparks



could cause an explosion or a fire resulting in bodily
injury or even death. These areas are often, but not
always, clearly marked.

These areas include:

* Fueling areas such as gas stations.

* Below deck on boats.

* Fuel or chemical transfer or storage facilities.

* Areas where the air contains chemicals or particles such as grain,
dust, or metal powders.

* Any other area where you would normally be advised to turn off
your vehicle’s engine.

Note: Never transport or store flammable gas, liquid, or
explosives in the compartment of your vehicle that
contains your phone or its accessories.

Restricting Children’s Access to your Phone

Your phone is not a toy. Children should not be allowed to play
with it because they could hurt themselves and others,
damage the phone, dial 911 by mistake, or make calls that
increase your phone bill.

Warning Regarding Display
The display on your handset is made of glass or acrylic and
could break if your handset is dropped or if it receives
significant impact. Do not use if screen is broken or cracked as
this could cause injury to you.

Caring for the Battery
Protecting Your Battery

The guidelines listed below help you get the most out of your

battery's performance.

* Use only Samsung approved batteries and desktop chargers.
These chargers are designed to maximize battery life. Using other
batteries or chargers voids your warranty and may cause damage.

* In order to avoid damage, charge the battery only in temperatures
that range from 32° F to 113° F (0° C to 45° C).

* Don't use the battery charger in direct sunlight or in high humidity
areas, such as the bathroom.

* Never dispose of the battery by incineration.

* Keep the metal contacts on top of the battery clean.

* Don't attempt to disassemble or short-circuit the battery.

* The battery may need recharging if it has not been used for a long
period of time.
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« |t's best to replace the battery when it no longer provides
acceptable performance. When used correctly, the battery can be
recharged hundreds of times before it needs replacing.

* Don't store the battery in high temperature areas for long periods of
time. It's best to follow these storage rules:

Specific Absorption Rates (SAR) for Wireless
Phones

The SAR is a value that corresponds to the relative amount of
RF energy absorbed in the head of a user of a wireless
handset.

The SAR value of a phone is the result of an extensive testing,
measuring and calculation process. It does not represent how
much RF the phone emits. All phone models are tested at their

highest value in strict laboratory settings. But when in
operation, the SAR of a phone can be substantially less than
the level reported to Industry Canada. This is because of a
variety of factors including its proximity to a base station
antenna, phone design and other factors. What is important to
remember is that each phone meets strict federal guidelines.
Variations in SARs do not represent a variation in safety.

All phones must meet the federal standard, which incorporates
a substantial margin of safety. As stated above, variations in
SAR values between different model phones do not mean
variations in safety. SAR values at or below the federal
standard of 1.6 W/kg are considered safe for use by the
public.
